W H AT  Y O U  N E E D :  Household items or art supplies (pipe cleaner, spoon, aluminum foil, etc.)

W H AT  Y O U  D O :  

W H AT  Y O U  S A Y : 

• Choose a supply that you have around the house that can be fashioned into a magnifying glass or 
can pretend to be a magnifying glass. 

• Go on a hunt with your magnifying glass to investigate items around you that begin with the letters 
A, J, & S.  

• Ask questions about what they do.

(Here is an example) “Let’s investigate things around us!  Oh look… A SOCK!  Sock starts with S. Who uses a 
sock? What does a sock do? Where does a sock go? Why do we need a sock?"

• Look up & Revisit Luke 2:8-20

W H AT  Y O U  S A Y :  

“We can investigate our faith, just like we investigated (list items from activity 1)!  I am going to read you a 
true story from the bible, then we can talk about it!" (Read the verses then ask...)

• Who appeared to the Shepherds? (An angel, that’s right!  Angel starts with “A,” just like the _________ 
that we found.) See Luke 2:9

• What was the good news? (Yes! Jesus was born!  Jesus starts with “J,” just like the __________ that we 
found.) See Luke 2:10-11

• Where did the Shepherds go? (They went to Bethlehem to see baby Jesus.  Yay!  They praised God!) See 
Luke 2:15, 20

• Why do we need Jesus? (Because He saved us from our sins!  Thank you, Jesus!) See Matthew 1:21

Now, use this time to have a CELEBRATION with your child!  Celebrate that God gave us Jesus and that Jesus 
was sent to save us! (You can even dance, bake a cake, or make construction paper confetti to throw as part of 
your celebration!)
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
